Zebra Mussel Alert

In 2018, several Zebra Mussels were foundin Bay Lake and last fall, their
evidence was widespread. This summerwe expectto see a significant
increase in their numbers. The mussels have the ability to attach to any
hard surface and some vegetation. Mostimportantat this time:

1. Raise boatmotors completely out of the water. Mussels can infiltrate
any entry to a boat motor, grow there, and clog cooling and other
systems.

2. Raise boats completely out of the water to reduce the likelihood they
will attach to boat hulls or enter through-hull ports.

3. Keep pipes and hoses out of the lake exceptfor whentheyare in
use. Leaving this equipmentin the water can allow musselsto
establish themselves inirrigation and pump systems.

4. Considerwearing "water shoesor sandals" when walking on the lake
bottom.

When moving boats or equipmentfrom lake to lake, please follow DNR
regulations:

Boats taken from infested lakes are to be cleaned, drained, and dried for 5
days. Lift, docks, and similar equipmentremoved from infested lakes are to
be leftto dry for 25 days.
